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PERSONAL SUMMARY
Describe your experience and qualifications in a way which will be interesting to your potential employer. 
What value would you bring to company? What does he get if he employs you?
Ideal CV has between 450 and 600 words, depending on length of your career – junior officer should be able to fit his CV on one page, and senior officer will probably need 2 pages. 
Some studies say that recruiter decides to read or not read your CV in 6 seconds – if it’s too long, cluttered with useless data or graphically unappealing, he will just trash it without reading it. That’s why you need to keep it simple and make sure this “personal summary” part will keep the recruiter reading on. 
SKILLS
Skills and achievements which you have, but relevant to the job you’re applying for. 
Special certifications, languages, specialized software trainings, extraordinary projects you’ve been involved with, etc. Just make sure it’s relevant for the job you’re looking for. Do not lie!

Container ship
Last job should come first. Describe the last job well because it is most relevant to recruiter. Don’t use ridiculous and meaningless phrases (multitalented professional, skilled team worker, detail oriented, motivated, blaaaa).
Focus on skills which recruiter will appreciate. Mention something of value, which can be backed by a reference letter from your previous employer. Offer knowledge which could increase efficiency of work for your next employer and add value to it, e.g., shipyard experience, class certification experience, specialized training course, etc. 

CHIEF MATE
Chemical tanker
Write shortly for “long time ago” jobs. Write about what you have learned and achieved – nobody cares that you were “in charge of loading and discharging cargo” – of course you were. Every chief mate was. Emphasise ONLY knowledge and experience which you got there and is relevant to the job you’re applying for now. Nobody cares about loading of chemicals into the tanker if you’re applying for an Offshore job.

2nd MATE
Passenger vessels
Nobody cares, keep it short.
Also, there is no need for photo in a CV. 
For some people it’s obvious why… For others, nobody cares how you look.
